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Los Angeles – Glossary

call verb

to use a particular name or title for someone
Her name’s Elizabeth, but we call her Liz.
climate noun [uncount]

the type of weather that a country or region has Mexico is renowned for its hot climate and spicy food.

district noun [count]

an area of a town or country
They live in one of the most exclusive districts of Paris.
economy noun [count]

the whole of a country’s business, industry, and trade, and the money that they produce

Between 1982 and 1988 the economy grew at an average of about 3 per cent per year.

entertainment noun [count/uncount]

performances that people enjoy
The boy is making his mark in the entertainment business before he has even left school.

grow verb

to increase in size
By 1997, the town had grown big enough to need a school of its own.
high adjective

used in measurements of how big or how far above the ground an object is. This is called height

Some of the waves are fifteen feet high.

huge adjective

extremely large in size
She arrived at the airport carrying two huge suitcases.
landmark noun [count]

a famous building or object that you can see and recognize easily
The Statue of Liberty is a very famous landmark.
metres noun [count]

a unit for measuring length in the metric system, containing 100 centimetres

player noun [count]

someone who plays a particular game or sport
Top players like Andre Agassi earn millions of dollars.

population noun [singular]

all the people who live in a particular area
Los Angeles has a population of over 3 million.
production noun [uncount]

the job or process of organizing the work and money involved in making a film, play, television programme, CD etc
She moved into production last year.

programme noun [count]

a television or radio broadcast
More people watch the news than any other programme.

short adjective

using fewer words or letters than the full form of something

My name is Elizabeth, or Liz for short.

sign noun [count]

a flat object with words or pictures on it, put in a public place to provide information or advertise something
The shop had a ‘closed’ sign in the window.
similar adjective

things that are similar share some qualities but are not exactly the same
Their situation is very similar to ours.
studio noun [count]

a room or rooms where music or a film, television show, or radio show is recorded
Have you ever been in a television studio?

sunshine noun [uncount]

light from the sun. This word is used especially to mean that the light is warm and pleasant
The sea was sparkling in the early morning sunshine.

team noun [count]

a group of people who play a sport or a game against another group. Can be followed by a singular or plural verb
a football/hockey/basketball team

video game noun [count]

a game in which players use electronic controls to move images on a television or computer screen
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
