Tips for writing a Reader review


These are general guidelines, not rules! Let your creativity shine through and don’t worry about making mistakes! 

Introduction

1. Say why you chose the Reader and what you expected it to be about.

2. Try to summarize the story in a single paragraph.
What did you think of the Reader?
3. Say what you liked (and why) and what you didn’t like (and why) about the Reader. What was your favourite part and what was your least favourite part? Were the characters believable and/or likeable? What did you think of the storyline? What adjectives would you use to describe the author’s style?

4. Now say how the book affected you. How did you feel when you’d finished reading it? Did it change the way you think and feel in any way?

5. What about the author? Do you think he or she did a good job? Would you have done anything differently? If so, what? 

Conclusion
6. Now summarize your opinion of the Reader and say if you liked it or not and give reasons why. Do you think other people should read it?
