A striking example that proves that one person can make a great difference is 

Wangari Muta Maathai, who won the 2004 Nobel Peace Prize. Maathai, who was born in Kenya in 1940, was the first woman in East and Central Africa to complete a doctorate degree. Since 1976, Dr Maathai has been an active member of Kenya’s National Council of Women and was its chairman from 1981-87. At that time, women in Kenya had very difficult lives and were not self-supporting. In addition, the country was experiencing a drought and suffering from deforestation, both of which created a number of problems for local people and animals. Dr Maathai was determined to do something to solve all the problems. The task was a difficult one.

First, there was the problem of the lack of water. This was causing a health crisis and famine, because not only was there no drinking water, people could neither grow their own food nor hunt for it, since animals as well as people were dying from the drought. 

In addition, since people used wood as their main source of fuel for cooking, trees were constantly being cut down, but because of the drought, no new trees were growing to replace them. When it finally did rain, the land was so dry and had so few trees to absorb the rainfall that flooding occurred. This, of course, caused yet more problems.

Dr Maathai started a programme called the Green Belt Movement (GBM) in 1977. It has several aims: to protect the environment by planting trees all across the area and, at the same time, provide jobs and training for women. Having trees available close to villages so women would not have to search far away from home for cooking fuel was an additional benefit of the programme. By the end of 1993, more than 20 million trees had been planted as part of the programme. 

In addition to planting trees and environmental conservation, GBM has wider goals. At the GBM Learning Centre in Nairobi, seminars are offered to raise people’s awareness of the importance of protecting the environment and to encourage them to take part in the democratic process of voting for leaders who will improve their lives and will work for the good of the country. GBM has spread to other countries in Africa as well.

Dr Maathai became co-chairman in 1998 of the Jubilee 2000 Africa Campaign, a movement in over 40 countries which fought to have the huge amount of unpayable debts of the poor countries in Africa cancelled by the year 2000. The Jubilee 2000 members proposed that low-income countries, in which people had an annual income of less than $700, should have all their debts cancelled since it would be impossible for them to ever repay the debts their governments had incurred. They also proposed that countries with higher annual incomes, between $700-$2000 per person, should receive a partial cancellation of the back debts. 

As if that was not enough for one person to achieve, Dr Maathai has constantly worked towards improving democracy and human rights. She has received many international awards in addition to the Nobel Prize. In December 2002, Dr Maathai was elected to the Kenyan Parliament, receiving 98% of the vote. She was appointed by Kenya’s President as Assistant Minister for Environment, Natural Resources and Wildlife, a post she still holds today.
