The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) protects the world’s cultural and natural heritage. ‘World Heritage’ refers to everything in the present-day world which we have to protect for people in the future. Places or monuments which have historical, scientific, aesthetic or anthropological value to everyone in the world are eligible for protection. 

The list of heritage sites includes man-made monuments and natural features or sites, as well as areas which are the habitats of endangered animal species. Some examples of protected sites are the Great Barrier Reef in Australia, the Palace and Gardens of Schönbrunn in Austria, the Ancient City of Nessebar in Bulgaria, the Great Wall in China, the Acropolis in Greece, the ancient cities of Teotihuacan and Chichen-Itza in Mexico, the Grand Canyon National Park in the United States, and many, many more.

UNESCO has realised that world heritage sites are threatened not only by natural causes but also by changing social and economic conditions in the areas where they are located. In addition, many countries simply do not have the economic or technological resources to protect the heritage sites. To deal with this problem, in 1972 UNESCO members made a special agreement, called the World Heritage Convention, which explained everything that was necessary to make the protection programme a reality. Governments, called States Parties, who want to take part in the Convention agree that they will do everything possible to protect the heritage sites in their countries. States Parties are also required to provide money to achieve the goals of the Convention.

The World Heritage Committee, a group of international experts from each of the States Parties that have signed the Convention, is in charge of the programme. This system was designed to make sure that countries from different regions and cultures would be able to take part. 

In addition to managing the money contributed by States Parties, the Committee is responsible for preparing two lists and keeping them updated. The first list is called World Heritage Sites and includes sites that have been approved for protection, while the second, called List of World Heritage in Danger, lists the sites which need repairs or protection.  Once a site has been added to the first list, the Committee encourages research and study of these sites to see what protection, if any, they need. Additional World Heritage sites can be proposed by States Parties and voted on by the Committee.

The Committee protects sites in a number of ways. They think about possible problems which might arise as a result of protection of the site. They provide experts to make sure the work is done correctly and to train local staff in the techniques needed to protect the sites. In addition, they supply equipment which the States do not have, and, if a State does not have enough money to protect the site, the Committee helps it to find the money. States Parties are responsible for organising programmes to educate local people about the importance of the sites in their countries.
