During the earliest period of the Earth’s history, which dates back to 650 million years ago, the Earth’s climate was very cold. 0) f  Then the Earth’s climate became comfortably warm, with an average temperature of about 22°C. At that time, dinosaurs first appeared on the Earth.  

The temperature slowly started to cool again, so that about 30,000 years ago, a large part of the planet was covered with ice. In the north, people and animals were able to walk from Siberia to Alaska by walking across the Bering Land Bridge. 1) ____  By 7000 years ago, most of the ice on the planet was gone and the average temperature on the Earth began to rise. Many plant and animal species which were suited to living in cold climates, such as mastodons and sabre-tooth tigers, could not survive in the warmer, drier climatic conditions and became extinct.

The temperature slowly continued to rise until the last century, when it quickly rose by about 1°C. 2) ____  Glaciers, which are large sheets of ice found mostly near the North and South Poles, are beginning to melt. This is causing the sea level to rise, which leads to flooding of areas close to the sea.

The rise in the Earth’s temperature is caused by greenhouse gases, which warm up the atmosphere. Greenhouse gases occur naturally – they are produced by plants and animals. 3)  ____ Modern appliances and equipment which run on electricity all increase greenhouse gases because electricity is produced by burning fossil fuels, ie coal, oil and natural gas. Cars and factories produce fumes and gases which add to the problem. Even rubbish is a problem because as it breaks down, it produces methane gas, which is another greenhouse gas.

Scientists expect the global temperature to increase by about 3°C over the next hundred years. Such high temperatures may make it difficult for humans and other living things to survive. 4) ____ Droughts and floods may become common, making some areas impossible to live in. 

There are many things everyone can do to help save the planet. First, everyone can, and should, learn more about the environment so they will know how to protect it. Electricity can be saved by doing simple things, like turning off lights or the TV when they are not being used. 5) ____ Walking, which benefits one’s health as well as the environment, is also an excellent option. Trees should be planted to help reduce air pollution, and cans, bottles and as many other things as possible should be recycled. Last but not least, environmentally friendly sources of energy, such as solar energy, should be used.
